AT WORK
Planners will find more than 1.4 million square feet of meeting and
exhibit space at the Minneapolis Convention Center. Among the facil-
ity’s options are 500,000 square feet of exhibit space; 93 meeting
rooms; two expansive ballrooms; and a unique 3,400-fixed-seat audito-
rium. This signature space can be used as one large hall, or three raised
sections can be rotated to create four separate learning centers. 

AT REST
The Minneapolis/St. Paul area is home to 30,000-plus hotel rooms.
Downtown Minneapolis alone boasts more than 5,500 committable
rooms, with 3,500 attached to the Minneapolis Convention Center
and various other attractions via climate-controlled skyway.

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AT PLAY
Minneapolis/St. Paul’s unique skyway system makes it easy for atten-
dees to shop, and dine, and theater-hop all year long. Boasting more
theater seats per capita than any other U.S. city outside New York, the
Minneapolis performing arts scene should not be missed. The area is
also home to 57 distinct museums and the Mall of America. And they
don’t call this town the City of Lakes for nothing: The area’s Chain of
Lakes offers a multitude of outdoor recreational activities. 

AT THE TABLE
Spanning nearly 30 blocks, the Warehouse District is the center of the
city’s dining and nightlife. Other hot spots include the Mississippi
Riverfront District, the dynamic Uptown area, and Nicollet Avenue,
more commonly known as “Eat Street.”

AT WORK
The Oncenter Complex includes the Convention Center, which 
features 65,250 square feet of exhibit space, a 14,880-square-foot 
ballroom, and 10 breakout rooms; War Memorial Arena with a
44,000-square-foot exhibit hall and 43,500-square-foot auditorium;
and Mulroy Civic Center Theaters, with seating for up to 2,117. The
Empire Expo Center (New York State Fairgrounds) is located on 345
acres and offers more than 300,000 square feet of meeting space, plus
20,000 free parking spaces.

AT REST
The Downtown Convention Center Hotel, connected to the Oncenter

Complex, is scheduled to break ground soon and will complement
three concentrated hotel clusters that total more than 4,000 commit-
table rooms. Altogether, the Greater Syracuse area offers upwards to
7,000 rooms.

AT PLAY
Syracuse offers plenty of outdoor recreation on its many lakes and
rivers. More than 40 golf courses dot the area, as do shopping bou-
tiques and outlet stores. Syracuse also boasts a vibrant arts community.

AT THE TABLE
More than 80 first-class restaurants are available in the Greater Syra-
cuse area. Downtown’s Historic Armory Square Area features an eclec-
tic selection from which to choose, and the variety of restaurants
unfolds into outlying neighborhoods and country communities.
