Guests have their choice of accommodations at Fox-
woods; there are 1,416 rooms in three hotels. The
Grand Pequot Tower, AAA Four Diamond rated, has
824 guest rooms and suites, and the Great Cedar Hotel
has 312 units located in close proximity to the gaming
action. The Two Trees Inn is nestled in the countryside
across from the main complex and bhoasts 280 guest
units. The soon-to-open MGM Grand at Foxwoods
will feature 826 guest rooms and suites.

Foxwoods Resort Casino houses more than 350,000
square feet of gaming space, including a 3,200-seat
high-stakes bingo hall and more than 400 table games.
A health club, swimming pool, 50-plus retail and din-
ing outlets, and a new full-service spa are on site. In
2005, the resort added two world-class golf courses at
Lake of Isles, designed by renowned course architect
Rees Jones. The courses surround a pristine 90-acre
lake and include a 50,000-square-foot clubhouse, cor-
porate villas, and a golf academy. The Club at Fox-
woods features an open dance floor and DJs spinning
the hottest music, while the 1,400-seat Fox Theater
hosts headline entertainers and exciting boxing events.
The upcoming MGM at Foxwoods expansion project
will include a 21,000-square-foot spa and a new casino,
offering 50,000 square feet of gaming space, four
upscale retail outlets, and a new nightclub and lounge.

More than 30 food and beverage outlets are on site,
with at least four more due to debut as the expansion
progresses. Favorites include Al Dente for Italian fine
dining, Cedars Steakhouse, a Hard Rock Cafe, Festival
Buffet, and the Golden Dragon. Paragon, a AAA Four
Diamond fine-dining restaurant, serves French-Asian
fusion fare on the scenic 24th floor of the Grand
Pequot Tower.
